Kaveri Kala Manram is a registered (Reg No: KR/DS/SS/NGO/2015/38) Reg No A 00212537 
non- governmental organization (NGO) based and working mainly in the North & Eastern 
Region of Sri Lanka. That main office located Ananthapuram Kilinochchci. It is a community 
empowerment organization that is actively involved not only in protecting and promoting 
traditional arts and culture but also using these to foster social and environmental justice in 
the community. 

 In 1998, Rev T S Joshua originated and led a community based relief and rehabilitation 
programme, supported by the Leprosy Mission, for a displaced and neglected leprosy 
community is a village called Kattupulam in Northern Sri Lanka. KKM was formed by the 
youngsters from this village who benefited from this rehabilitation programme. Street drama 
(Theru Koothu) was used by this talented group of youngsters to raise awareness about 
leprosy and other neglected health issues. Some of these actors still work with the KKM.  

From these humble beginnings KKM has grown to be a dynamic organization that is 
working in almost all the Districts of the Northern Province. The major area of KKM‟s activity 
is still Leprosy – raising awareness and supporting leprosy affected individuals and families. 
Theatre activities of KKM have expanded and now include theatre techniques such as 
„playback theatre‟, „forum theatre‟ and „dream theatre‟. Dream Theatre is a technique 
created by KKM from its experience in the community.  

The leprosy project being implemented by KKM is supported and funded by the 
Leprosy Mission of England and Wales. (TLMEW). Since the end of the ethnic war in Sri Lanka, 
KKM is working in the across the country and thanks to support of a number of local partners. 
KKM uses Theatre and Art as the main modalities for reaching and engaging with the local 
communities. KKM has a robust administrative structure and its projects and accounts are 
regularly audited by independent external auditors. It is a community organization working 
with the communities towards sustainable development, 

In 2022 KKM mainly focusing beyond the other community work that Leprosy 
eradication work North , East & North central provinces. First time in history, 21.15 % Child 
cases detected in Batticola district during reporting period as early detection without grade 
01or grade 02 deformity through School screening program. Especially 17.64 % child cases 
detected from all our project areas during the reporting period without any deformity by the 
early detection. People affected by leprosy are satisfied with leprosy service in the Jaffna 
region because of health department service improvement. Early detection leprosy reduces 
deformity in  Anurathapura district through strong contact survey. House to house visits 
increased from 07 -2021 to 31-2022 as early detection in Vavuniya district. Also People 
affected by leprosy are shining a star midst of the Sri Lankan black cloudy sky by the impact 
of the TLMEW –KKM Partnership journey along with them. Now they are leading community 
to feed from their efforts.  Just as the COVID-19 pandemic is receding in Sri Lanka, we are 
battling a fresh challenge in Sri Lanka: Especially in Sri Lankan health catastrophe stemming 
from economic and political crises. Threats to health from an economic crisis are multifold. 
Stress and lack of health care can increase cardiovascular morbidities. Malnutrition can affect 
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generations of children. Communicable diseases can increase due to rising costs of amenities 
and the weakening of preventive and control measures. The accompanying political 
uncertainties, widespread protests, and social disruptions adversely affect mental health and 
worsen quality of life.  

These multiple crises have the potential to cripple health systems. Yet, achievements 
of the leprosy work in health sector  & KKM team is progressing well to reach our goal .To see 
an end to leprosy disability, discrimination and transmission  in Northern & Eastern Sri Lanka, 
and to ensure that people affected by leprosy have access to appropriate health care  and 
rehabilitation through these following objectives in this Phase 02 project . 

1) Reduced transmission through improved local early detection and treatment of leprosy. 

2) Empowerment and increased self-reliance of people affected by leprosy through 
community-based rehabilitation 

3) Reduced vulnerability through improved agriculture and nutrition for people affected by 
leprosy within Jaffna, Batticaloa,  Mannar and Vavuniya Districts. 

  Sri Lankan financial crisis increasing hopeless situation in communities with starvation, 
but KKM is being a sign of hope among community through it all  mission, because KKM was 
preparing people affected by leprosy & general communities during last 15 years to live along 
with sustainable agriculture   environment. Therefore there hasn’t made a key barrier in our 
project activities in this situation, with grace of God & dedicated team support we have  
planned 281 activities under the three outcomes according to project outputs during 
reporting period. With God’s guidance we have completed 829 programs since January to Dec 
2022 (12 months). The programs have been reached to total direct beneficiaries 2754 with 
direct leprosy family 306, Physical & mental disability 59 & from general community 76. 
Meanwhile directly & indirectly the all programs have been reached totally 39,670 people in 
communities, such received knowledge of leprosy, to increase detection leprosy case & 
reduce stigma in North, North Central & Eastern province. 293 New cases detected over this 
year with 50child cases in project area. 31 children has been detected out of 50 through 36 
School leprosy screening programs. These child cases were detected in Batticoloa districts, 
Jaffna & Anuradhapura districts during this reporting period. More child cases were detected 
in Batticoloa district as a first experience for them through our leprosy awareness programs. 
85 Cases were detected through contact survey program in Anuradhapura & Batticoloa 
districts from 293 new cases. 24 People affected by leprosy families with 156members of 
family received water & sanitation facilities under this project. Most of the people affected 
by leprosy families were sharing water facilities with their neighbors. This water sharing 
opportunity is creating social inclusion & reducing social stigma in the community.

During these difficult times the PHI and KKM staff visited my 

family, comforting and motivating to continue my farming, which inspired me to continue my 

farming. 

  They fixed a water motor for my well, where I could save my energy and time made 

my working easy.  I was able to grow ground nuts, and other vegetables. It’s a pleasure to see 

my farm always green and healthy.  I have sold nearly 300 kg of peanuts recently which was 

a successful investment. I am proud to say we are a healthy family to eat our own grown 

vegetables and able to have three meals a day even during these difficult times. I thank 

TLMEW and KKM staff for empowering and strengthening my self-esteem.

Selvam living in Kristakulam Vavuniya with my wife and 

two grand kids. Farming is my main resource of income for living. 

I have two acres of my own farm. I noticed white patches on my 

skin, knowing a little bit of knowledge of leprosy symptoms, got it 

medically checked and I was diagnosed of leprosy and was on 

continuous treatment. I was physically and emotionally stressed 

out of not able to do my daily work and support my family. The PHI 

and KKM staff visited me with open arms supporting me with 

positive thoughts and empowering me to continue the farming. I 

started my gardening back with full of faith and sprit. 

KKM gifted a cow for an extra income and for a 

nutritious living. Which was a blessing for my family. I 

was able to generate my income by breeding cows. 

Today I am proud of owning three milking cows. Using 

the cow dung in my farming, adding up an excellent 

organic value and increase soil fertility. I prepare my 

own natural compose using the resources from my 

farming making sure nothing gets wasted and 

everything is recycled back in my farm soil. I have 

cultivated peanuts, and sesame plants which will be 

ready for harvest soon. I thank TLMEW and KKM staff 

for lifting my spirits and educating me to be successful farmer.  

 

 

Contact tracing is known to identify early diseases of Leprosy and 

prevent disabilities. I would like to share my experience in contact 

tracing routine activity. Recently we all knew the number of leprosy 

patients were identified in the Kristokulam in Vavuniya was high. On 

03/03/2022 my visit to this village with the female district health 

nurse on house-to-house contact tracing surveillance was done. Our 

random visit to a house, a young girl welcomed us. Introducing us and 

our purpose of the visit, the girl said she have noticed white patches on her skin, and when 

the nurse checked her, the symptom was 95% positive of leprosy, as mother and daughter 

lived in the same house when mother was checked by the nurse, she had thickened skin all 

over her body. They were immediately directed to hospital for a medical check-up and were 

diagnosed of leprosy and were on regular treatment.  
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Two other male members of the above family were married 

and living by themselves and they were daily working 

members.  Our focus was to meet the other family members 

as soon as possible for an early contact tracing. We managed 

to visit them with great difficulty. Introducing us and the 

purpose of our visit they were happy and willing for a test. 

One family was free from any symptoms of leprosy and other family member 

coming out of his house with anger and looked malnourished.  

I could see his feelings of frustration with full blown 

thickened dark skin all over his face and body. It was really 

shocking to witness the neglected symptoms, which made 

us to test his wife and children. The youngest daughter who 

was three years has developed white patches and they were 

both directed to hospital immediately for testing and 

treatment.  

In the month of April 2022 detecting four members in a family was a 

memorable experience and I realised the importance of continuous contact 

tracing survey should be mandatory for early detection and reduce the impact 

of the diseases. Thanking you all.

I was discriminated, unwanted, isolated in school 

by the students and teachers. I refused and hated going to 

school. Seeing me at home was depressing and heart 

breaking for my mother. Talking to PHI regarding being 

discriminated in school where PHI visited us with the KKM 

staff, supporting with positive outcome. After PHI 

educating the school students and teachers a clear 

understanding awarness of leprosy, I was asked by the 

principal to continue my schooling. 

 

I made up my mind to study hard, 

always help other kids whenever I could. Today I look forward going to school 

and being with my friends. My mother and I are the happiest people in this world 

and we are so grate full to TLMEW, PHI and KKM staff for all their support.

I was living in an 

unsafety house without a 

proper front door. They helped

We thank TLMEW and KKM for the 

support and providing these facilities for the leprosy affected 

families.

I was lost to the world with my two 

kids and started searching for her day and night, finally when I knew her 

whereabout begging her to come back home, with out hesitating she 

stated that she would not live with a man who has leprosy. I had challenges and a miserable 

life bring up two kids on my own. My kids and I was discriminated, isolated, and black listed 

by neighbours. My self-stigma made me hide indoors with my children to the state of 

committing suicide. I was not allowed to share the water well in the neighbourhood, which 

made our life hard.  

During these difficult times the PHI and KKM staff visited us comforting giving us compassion, 

love and giving hope of strengthening my life. To begin with they built a tube well, and 

empowered me to do my own home gardening. I was able to complete my medication and 

carry on with my life, today I am a proud father for my two beautiful kids, I thank the AED and 

KKM for all their encouragement and support making me a valuable proud person to live a 

happy life to the fullest.  
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
